The school year began in February 2010 and now has
classes to Grade 7. There are 435 students and nine
teachers.

The building project will provide
needed income for local people, who are facing food
shortages again this year due to drought.

The building project was delayed a few weeks as some
of the workers had cholera. Things are progressing now.
The breakfast and lunch programs continue to ensure that
students are not hungry when they come to class and that
they will be able to learn. Ten dollars can feed a child
breakfast for one year. Donations will be needed to keep
up the important food support and building projects.

The sewing program has eight students enrolled and is
specifically helping older students who would like to learn
a trade and are at risk of dropping out of school.
